Colloidal silver is superfine silver particles that stay indefinitely suspended in distilled water. No known disease-causing organism-bacteria, virus or fungus-can survive for more than a few minutes in the presence of colloidal silver.
Used in Europe to rid hospitals of superbugs immune to normal antibiotics. Used by NASSA and the Russians for water purification in the space station, by most major airlines in their water filters, in swimming and spa pools, and being developed in nano form to treat dental infection.
Apply to burns, including sunburn, to speed healing with minimal scarring.
It stimulates healing while killing infections. Used in 70% of US burns centres.
